Cassady Trades Grldlron For Diamond

The hnir in atill flaming red, The
physique looks ns if it could still
stand up to the punishment
inflicted by opposing tacklers, But
Howard “Hopalong” Cassady is
now on a different playing field.

With 27 football seasons having
passed since “Hop" galloped off
into the Ohio Stadium sunset after
an outstanding football career at
Ohio State, it i8 now talk of muscle
fibers, synchronization and
physical fitness — for baseball
players,

Cassady, who became known as
“Hop" after moving on to OSU
from Columbus Central High
School, is now director of physical
conditioning for the New York
Yankee organization. While his
physical training program work is
done primarily in the spring,
Cassndy spends the remainder of
the year scouting baseball talent
around the country,

Buckeye Sports Bulletin ran into
the former Heisman Trophy
winner at an amateur buseball
tournament in the Central Ohio
aren in late August.

Cossndy, whose 2,466 yards
rughing still vanks him fifth on the
all-time Ohio State list, knows
what he's talking about when he
digcusses physical fithess.

“The better physical condition
you're in all year-round, the less
vulnerable you are to injuries," he
snys. “You've got to maintain
balance; the synchronization to
vour body. You throw the ball with
your whole body. You hit the ball
with your whnlvhmlv A foot injury
affects your Hwing.

“"We," he continues, relerring to
prim‘ipul New York owner George
Steinbrenner and the Yankee
organization, “want to develop
and maintain body strength, full-
range  hody strength, not one
particular muscle. We want to
build up s whole group of muscles.”

With o flex of the muscles,
Cassndy, now a Florida resident,
went on to talk about his life since
lanving the OSU cnmpus

“I had a chanee to go into pro
hum‘lmll " guid Casgsady, 1 plu\m(l
semi-pro around Columbus in the
Heanrt of Ohio Leagoe. But back
then you had your 'bonus Baby'
thing. They had to keep you in the
majors, Most of them would go sit
on a beneh, If you have to do that,
you might ag well forget about
playing. That's what I did — forgot
about it."

Having done graduate work at
Ohio State with Steinbrenner
when the latter was stationed at
Lockbourne Air Force Base south
of Columbus, Cassady grew to
know the stormy shipbuilder, After
dabbling in conercete pipe

manufacturing, steel sales and
other things, Cassady went to
work for Steinbrenner in 1976,

"George 18 a pretty fair man,”
said Cassady, “With George, if you
don't do a job, he fives you, It's as
simple as that.

“But George wanted to initinte o
physienl conditioning program,”
said Cassady, who spent 10 years
in professional football with the
Detroit Lions, Cleveland Browns
and Philadelphin Bagles, “1 was
asked to set up asystem, I brought
it to George and Billy (Martin,
then, and now, manager of the
Yankees), [t's an optional thing for
the players. But we have asetup in
(New York and three minor league
affilintes).”

According to Cassady, there's o
logieal renson behind Steinbren-
ner's desire to have his players in
tap physical shape,

“If George s going to pay
millions to these ball players,” said
Cassady, “then they ought to be in
ghape, It's his rensoning. And why
shouldn't it be?"

Cassady helped early Woody
Hayes teams to a 29:8 record and
two Big Ten championships, The
Buckeyes were unbeaten in 1954,
his junior year, which was capped
off by a Rose Bowl victory over
Southern California and a
national ehampionship.

The No. 1 pick in the 1956
professional draft, Cassndy signed
for a vare bonus of $15,000.

“You had,” said Cassady, “stors
playing for $10,000 or $11,000.

4 Here 1 was, a rookie, signing for
*that kind of money, It wag unheard

of, You had all-prolinemen playing
(the
Lions) won the league in 1957 and
our winners' shoare was $4,200,
There just wasn't the money in
football then like there is today."

Thus, Cassndy must have a
feeling on today's inflated
professional sports solaries,

“You never know what the
owners are making," said
Cassndy, whose son, Craig, played
three years under Hayes at Ohio
State in the 708 and is co-holder of
the Buckeye record for puass
interceptions in u season with
nine, "But the players today have a
wedge, They have a union; they're
organizod. The owners are the ones
who have been steering the ship.

“But when you talk monoey, you
also have to think of the extremes,”
continued Cagsady, who scouts
three midwest college leagues and
four professional leagues
including the Class AAA
International League, “You've got
o lot of them earning big money
that shouldn't be and you've got a
lot not earning it that should be,

“But players today have 10 times
the counseling to lead them into
college or into professional sports
than you had in our day.”

His 10-yenr pro foothall eareor
ended in 1966, Cassady helped
former Cleveland Brown great
Otto Graham conch the college all-
stars for five years while getting
his feet wet in the business world,

Today, Cassady is content to let
the athletes chase the big bucks,
He'll chase better muscle tone,
body fiber and work with the
Yankee ecast to coordinate and
maintain body balance.

You just have to let your’ mind
stray back to those glory years in
the mrL\ 608, Think of the fluid
moves  Cassady used to glide
across the Ohio Stadinm grass ns
he dashed and darted hig way into
the hearts of every Ohio State fan.

These are n  few of Howard

What do all of these things have in
common? The Michigan game, of course,

Cassndy, n Buckeyoe from 1962.66,
played in some of the most memorable
clushos in the series, especially in his
junior and sentor seasons when he was
Ohio State's top player on both sides of
the ball,

'"'|']'|n_!,' wore all great goames, Just
about every time we played them it had
samething to do with the Rose Bowl,"
Cassndy said of his encounters with the
Muize and Blue,

Many longtime followers of OSL, in.
cluding historian Jnek Pork, consider
Ohio State's 21-7 win over Michigon in
1064 1o be one of the greatest wine in
OSU history. The victory included n his
toric goaldine stand and subsequent
gome-clinching seoring drive of some 99
and 24 yards, Fans rocked  Ohio
Stadium as the Buckeyes sowod up nn
undefented regular senson, went on the
team’s first Hose HBowl under coach
Woody Haoyes, then won the national
championship with o 20.7 doefent of
Use

But even after oxperienciog nll of
that euphorin, Cassady said the 10566
mooting with the Wolverines is etched
devpor in his mind,

“There's no doubt 64 wos o grent win
for us because wo earned n trip to the
Rowe Bowl and went on to o national
chompionship,® he said, “But I'd have to
B8 wios the most memornble be
v [0 was my senior year nnd we
shut them out 17.0. They never crossed
midfiald.”

Actunlly, Michigan did move into
OSU territory for one briel play because
of 0 penalty, but Jim Parker toackled o
Waolvarine runner for n loss on the next
play and Michigan never got eloser to n

weore the rest of the game,

As both an offensive and defensive
halfback, Cassady took ns much pride in
the shutout ns he did in an offensive
performance that included 146 yards on
the ground, severnl key kick returns
and o twosynred, oversthe-top touchdown
plunge

The game sparked interest all over
the country  for  soveral  reasons.
Michigan would have earned o trip to
Posadenn with a win, but a Buckeye
vietory would put Michigan State in the
Rose Bowl since OSU, the defonding Big
Ton ehamp, foll vietim to the "no-ropont
rule”  Michigan  State had  already
wrapped up {te conforence ploy und was
engaging  in o meaningless  none
conference gnme the same afternoon; so
the Spartans sent one of their choeer-
leaders to Ann Arbor to work with the
OSU choorlenders,

Cassady wos nlso n major drawing
eard ns he wos o front-runner for the
Heisman Trophy. Meanwhile, the Wol.
verines had one of their most talented
tenmes ever,

“I bolievo 15 of their players went in
the (NFL) dreaft,” Cassady said. “They
hod guys like Ron Kramaor, Terry Bary,
Tom Munentz. They were supposed to
bont us and go on to the Rose Bowl, but
it just didn’t happen. 1 still believe it
wi one of Woody's best-conchod games
of all time.”

OSU dominated in every way, out-
gaining ita nemesis convineingly in total
yards (337.100) and piling up n huge
206 advantuge in fivat downs. But be
fore the Buckeyos could celebrato the
school's first win at Michigan Stadium
sinee 1937, there was this matter of got-
ting ofl the fleld in one pieco,

The gume turned ugly with several
late pennltios, and Kramoer wan ejected
in the finnl moments for supposedly
wwinging at Cnasady, but *T don't think
he was trying to punch me,” Cassndy
saiel. The finnl seconds proved interest.
ing, too, ns fans moved unrestricted
toward the field

“The Ann Arbor police department
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Hopalong Cassady

was on strike at the time; so there was
some coneern nbout the game getting
out of hand,” Cussady remembered, "We

hael people throwing snowballs nt us,
and there wore some fights in the
stands, but it was pretty much under
control.

“Anyone coming down on that field
looking for trouble had to be a little
foofy.”

Cassady became Ohio State’s third
Heismaon recipient after the season, fol-
lowing in the footsteps of Les Horvath
and Vie Janowicz, but he said ho never
fult the award was elinched after his
strong  showing in his final college
ghme,

*1 never thought nbout the Helsman
that whole doy,” he said. “Of course,
thot award 18 a lot more hyped now,
which is why you saw (former Michigan
recoiver Desmond) Howard maoke his
little pose in the end zone lnst yeor

“But to me, the Michigan gnme was n
gome that you simply concentrated on
winning the ball game, no matter how,
It wis o game of pride nnd grent tradi-
tion, and you nlways played hard to the
vory end.”
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Beating UM Ultimate
Feat For ‘Hop’ Cassady

Cassady Vs, Michigan

Howard Cossady always will be
remembered in college football eirclos ns
the winner of the 1956 Helgmnn I‘rnphy
nnd for i running grice that went hand in
kname, “Hopalong®
But summing up whit Cassady win
and what he sccomplished at OSU runs
even deeper than that. In fact, it may bo
best represented in an archived photo of
Cossndy moments after the Buckeyes'
meaningful 217 victory over Michigan in
18954,

In the block-and-white snapshot,
Cossudy’s No, 40 is evident on his jersey,
although undernenth it is a gaping tear in
the cloth, no doubt from an eluded tackle
or two, Hig pants are stained and splat-
tered — Mud? Blood? — with the marks of
onefield combat, Fullback Hubert Bobo is
eooling him ofl with n cup of water nnd the
two, ns well ns o couple of other tewn-
maotes, are reveling in the magnitude of the
win. Cowsandy was 0 snoery on-field com-
petitor but his expression ot this moment
I8 pure joy.

The Buckeyes, thanks to their loeal
hero, were joing to Pasadenn to play for
the notional chnmpionship, "They would
win it und send the legend of conch Woody
Hayes into orbit,

Cassady's  individual achiovements
would come the following fall, most notably
the Heisman, Though thot accomplish-
ment has come up about every day since,
Cosandy stall looks boack moat fondly on
what he congiders the ultimate Buckeye
fent: beating Michigan,

Thit required o grit and toughness not
s readily nssocinted with Coassady, but
they were as much n part of his makeup as
anything,

“I would say that was one of the great
things nbout him — he was tough,” said
Lee Willinms, o former teammate (1954-

66) nnd longtime friend of Cossady, “He
wins not o very big guy but he wiw o great
nthlete and he could hold up fo the pune
ishment,

“Hig honds would be swelled up on
Monday from guys stepping on him and
he'd be protty beat up the doy after the
game, But you always knew by Thursday
he'd be out there for practice and ready to
0 for the gnme.”

Being ready to go back then meoeant
pulting it on the line on both wides of the
ball,

“I think the thing people tend to forget
about Hop i that he was o tremendous
deferwive player, too,” said OSU foothall
historion Jack Park.

As o offenaive and defensive hallback,
Cosandy worked his two-way magie ot
05U from 196266 and his No, 40 waa
unofficinlly retired for 25 yoars in honor of
his outstanding carcor, On Nov, 18, at holf
time of yet another important war betwoen
OSU and Michigan, Cossady will have his
Jersey number officially retirod by OSU,

Archie Griflin, college football's only
two-time Heismnn Trophy winner, hnd his
famous No, 45 hung up ot hallime of Tnst
yeor's gume with Town. Vie Janowicz, the
late 1960 Heisman winner, was honored at
halftime of this peason's home game with
Penn State when his No, 31 was retired,
Still to come are coremoniea for Eddie
Goorgge (1995) and the late Les Horvath
(1944),

But Cassady is next, and it's more than
approprinte that his honor will come in the
course of The Game,

Many like Park beliove Cassady’s most
memorable play was an electrifying 88-

cloge game and gave the Buckeyes n cru-
clad 3114 win en route to the national title,

But he regulaely twrned in stellor per-
formances va, UM, He lod the way in that
"4 trivmph with his wswal offensive hero-
ies nned n key intercoption,

The following yoear, in OSUs 17.0
shutout win in Ann Arbor, Casandy gained
146 tough yords in 28 carries, scored n
touchdown, and played a big part in a
defensive effort that kept Michigan on its
own #ide of the 50 for virtually the entire
fame,

“That's one of the things we're moat
proud of = our record vi, Michigan,” said
Howard's son Craig, o defensive back with
the Buckeyea from 1973756, *We've got to
have more Gold Pants than any father and
#gon out there,”

Hanging Up No. 40

As o longtime first base coach for the
Triple-A Columbus Clippers and gradunte
of the now-defunct Columbuas Central
High School, Coassndy has been an honored
local former Buckeye for years,

He and his former OSU roommate,
Paul Ebert, were honored by Ohio State in
1976 — Ebert for eitizenship and Cossady,
n standout shortstop and center fielder, for
having his No, 40 unofficinlly retired in
both baseball and football, Dr. Ebert, by
the way, hus sinee won the Nobel Prize for
meclicine for his groundbreaking work on
cardiovaseular surgery.

No one hos worn Cossady's 40 ginee,

Ironically, Cossady had no nffinity for it
ot first, When he first reported o the foot-

ball team he was told by the assistant
equipment manager that only two nume
bers were available — 13 and 40,

“So naturally 1 took 40" swid Cassady,
who wore Noa, 33 and 20 on the gridiron,
o well ng 10 in basketball and 6 in base-
ball, during his great earver ot Central
High School,

Cosssndy, who also won the Maxwell
Award in 1965, admitted that he would
have been hurt ifOSU hod issued his num-
bor to nnother football player. In fact, he's
|r|¢'1-d that the program even suggestad
that prized recruit Andy Katzenmoyer
wear No, 45, 0 move Griflin okayed,

“Archic wos oo nice,” Coassady said,
“That kid hadn't done nnything yot. Did he
oven beat Michigan while he wiw here?

“If they nsked me 1 would have said no,
T would have said, “Tell him to get o num-
bir when he does something.'”

While younger players may not fully
readize the mognitude of OSUs tradition,
Casandy does.

“Th be honored by the university and
part of history is a great thing to me,” sid
Cossndy, who hna more than 20 years
loggred with the New York Yankees orjuni-
zation = he hos six World Seriea ringy to
prove it = and serves ns nn instructor ot
the Yonkees' ofT-senson facility in Tampa,
Fla,

“I think it's the right thing to do. You've
ot to have some kind of tradition nnd stick
with it,”

Grontnoss Bocamo Him

Cassndy w0 huge OSU fan while
coming up from humble beginnings in The
Bottoms, n nearsweslaide neighborhood
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But word of his athletie prowess spread quickly, So did
his popularity.

“1 waat the anly white boy on the hasketball team and
I wiw v co-coptain,” he sadd with a langh, 1 think the
fouya all liked me beeanse I had an old Model-T Ford and
I wsesd o give them free rides to school

Cassndy also can readily roeall sneaking into gnmes
at Ohio Stadinm o see Jonowicz play.

W wed to et there two hours early before the ushe
ers ot there and just jump the fence and mill in with afl
the people,” he maid,

As Junowiez did for the Buckeyes, Cassady used to
thrive in the old singlewing or Towing offonse at
Central, even lining up under center ot times and run-
ning plays as the quarterbock,

When Hayes took over ot OSU in 1951 he imple-
mentid o somowhot similar split-T offense and Cossudy
wis 0 nntural for it

“1 lucked out,” he soid.

But Cowsnedy'n carver never hind the appearance of
Tuek, only great athloticism and determination. When
thingm got hairy, Cossady wis ot his best,

“One of the things that's always distinguished him
from other great players to me was he wos the guy who
alwiyn seemed to come up with the big play when it wis
needed most,” Park soid, “You hear about guys like
Jorry Woest who alwoys miode the big shot or the big play,
That's what Hop was, He woas Mr, Cluteh.”

Before lining up in the same brckfiold with Coasidy,
Willinms was o gridiron and traek star ot Springfield
(Ohio) South, Before that, he already wios becoming
nware of the Coassady legond,

“I remembser rending nbout Hop when he ws in high
achool,” said Williams, who retired after 39 yoars of ser-
viee a8 0 teacher and conch ot Columbus East High
School, “Ho wis o great basketball player, too, 1 saw him

play ngainst Springficld South and he was the first per- -

son | ever saw score 20 pointain o game,”

Willimms, who also ran on the OSU track relay team
with Buckeye legend Glenn “Joep™ Davig, turned down
avertures from other Big Ten schools to line up ot right
haliback next to Coassady, Obwviously, he was overahad-
owed by the local boy,

“He has told me many tmaes that T was o great foot-
ball ployer,” Willinmas said, “He knew there woere other
guys on the team who didn't get much attention who
wirre goodd | Loo.

“Ho wos o good teammato and o groat player. He
deserves to have his number retired "

Cssndy 1ot OSU with two Big Ten titles, one nation-
al tithe and 2,466 rashing yords, which still ranks 10th
allstime ot QS In 19654, he logged 123 rashes for 701
yards and eight touchdowns, He also had 13 recoptions
for 148 yords,

In '65, when he wis nnmoed The Associntod Prosa
Athlote of the Year, he improved with §58 yords on 161
carnies — an average of 5.9 per carry < and seared 16
TIw, He also finished with 981 yards in kickofl returns,
w record that stood until Carlos Snow topped it in 1991,

Ciugndy wii drafltod by the Dotroit Lions, whiere hoe
pluyed from 196661, leading the team in scoring in 69,
He split tirne between the Cleveland  Browns and
Philadelphin Eagles in 18462 before returning to Detroit
for five gumes in his final NFL scason of '63.

Great Beginning, Great End

Cossndy nctundly gradunted from Central in January
1962 and wos able to practice with the football team
thot spring, When Hayes heard he wis to join the base
ball team an well he told Cossady, *If you ploy basebull,
et wsed to the (football) bench.”

Bt bocause of his early enrollment, Cossndy wis eli-
gible to ploy foothall thit foll ae o freshmon and Hoyes
finnlly suceumbasd during the season,

“We wore losing and Woody came over and anid, ‘OK,
Red, got in there,”” Cossady said.

Cosndy, of course, took the order. He went on to
acore three wuchdowns, Tronically, he also logged three
touchdowns in his lnst home game, a 2010 win over
lown

In Between wore 6 mountain of gnme-turming and
pane-gaving plays that ignited an OSU program that
needod o booat

“Hue wiw like o breath of freah oir” Park soid, “Woody
always siid that Hop saved his job,”

At the end of his final season — OSU was nol allowed
to return W the Rose Bowl because of the Big Ten's no-
repeat rule — Cassady got the good news about his
Heiwmnn, o faet, he found out from George

Steinbrenner, whom he befdended when Steinbrenner wos
a leutenant ot Lockbourne Air Foree Base in south
Caolumbus,

Steinbronner, who enrmed his mastor’s degree from
OSU, wan an assdstant conch at Northwestern for Lou
Saban in 1855 when Cossady got o phone eall from him,

“He said to me, Hop, from all my secret investigntive
reports I'm 85 percent sure that you won the Hoisman,'™
Cassady reeallvd,

Cassady found out The Boss, na usual, woa right,

On Nov., 18, Cossady will be ncknowledged for his
nchievements one more time by a lathered-up crowd in the
Horaeshoe, He'll be in town the entire week for signings and
appearances — and, no doubt, the reliving of n lot of great
memories, many of them againgt Michigan,

“Ihey could retire it every year,” he said. I like it.”

Fxpected to be on the field with Cossady will be his wife,
Bueborn Anng son Cradgg, doughter-in-law Jockie and grond-
sons Shen and Kyle;, doughter Sunny, sonsdndaw oy
Sehultheis and granddaughtor Rayne; and son David

“Huismnn Trophy winners nre cast in the spotlight but
the older guys maybe don't nlwayn get their due,” snid the
younger Cagandy, who still owns the Big Ten single-scason
rocord for interceptions with nine in 1975, *1 think this is the
right thing to do, It brings o lot of things back into perspoecs
tive and it evokes great memories,

*I think this rates rght up there and he's probably getting
to that age where it means a lot more to him.”
