e “It is a cumulative effect of things,” Meyer said of Ohio State’s struggling run game.

e Said Nebraska is “night and day” improved on defense from the beginning of the year. Added
their offense is also vastly improved.

¢ Said freshman Chris Olave will be “in the rotation” at receiver with Austin Mack out with an

injury.
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
